Maharishi University of Management and Technology, Chhattisgarh

has been included in the list of Private Universities maintained by the UGC

In an exclusive interview to Maha Media News Services, Brigadier (Retd.) Balram Singh Mehta, Vice–Chancellor, Maharishi University of Management and Technology (MUMT), Chhattisgarh informed that “the name of the University has been included in the list of Private Universities maintained by the UGC and also put on UGC website.” 

He also added that “Maharishi University of Management and Technology, Bilaspur Chhattisgarh has been established in 2002 by Act (No. 10 of 2002) of State Legislature of Chhattisgarh as a State University and is empowered to award degrees as specified by the UGC under section 22 of the UGC Act 1956”. 

In reply to a question Brigadier Mehta quoted from a letter issued by CG Niji VishwaVidayala Viniyamak Ayog, Shri B R Chandrakar, that MUMT does not fall within purview of Private University Act 2005. “Maharishi University of Management and Technology will provide a unique combination of course work in Modern Management, Computer Science, Indian Vedic Literature in Regular and Distance mode in partnership with National Councils and Universities”, VC said. 

“Main campus of the University is under construction at Mangla, Bilaspur. On completion it will have an Administrative block, Computer and IT centre, Library, Academic buildings, Auditorium, Indoor and Outdoor Recreation Centre, faculty residence, Students hostels, Swimming pool, and Parking lot.  

“Besides main campus at Bilaspur, distance education study centers have been established at Raipur, Raigarh and Durg. Several other study centers are also under process of establishment.”  

Answering to the question of the expansion plan of the University Brigadier Mehta said that 

“ MUMT, Chhattisgarh in partnership with Indira Gandhi National Open University (IGNOU), New Delhi is offering 15 job oriented courses (Bachelor of Arts, BBA in Retailing (with the modular approach), Bachelor of Computer Application, Bachelor of Commerce, Bachelor of Social Work, Bachelor Preparatory Programme, Certificate in Business Skills, Certificate in Guidance, Certificate in Sericulture, Certificate in Information Technology, Certificate in Rural Development, Diploma in Management, Diploma in Primary Education, Post Graduate Diploma in Distance Education, Post Graduate Diploma in Journalism and Mass Communication) from session 2010-2011. This is a unique opportunity for Parents, Teachers, Students, Housewives, Employed, Educated Unemployed to upgrade skills and knowledge by enrolling in job oriented Courses under Convergence Scheme in open distance learning mode”.
